® DTaP/Tdap (Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis)
® IPV (Poliomyelitis)
® HepB (Hepatitis B)
® MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella)
® VAR (Varicella/Chicken pox)

The law provides that children not in compliance with these requirements be "conditionally
enrolled” if documentation is provided of at least one dose of the required immunization along
with an appointment to receive the next dose, otherwise the child will be excluded from school.
